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The serene, picturesque setting of Parcher’s Resort, on
the south fork of Bishop Creek, has attracted thousands of
guests in its 63-year history. QOriginally named Parcher’s
Rainbow Camp, the resort has been a resting place for
noted celebrities, and has also been the scene of some
unlikely, tumultuous events. Over the years, it has survived
the ravages of the elements, wild animal attacks, and the
United States Army.
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The site where Parcher’'s Resort now stands was
originally a campground, built as an addition to Andrews
Camp, where a pack outfit operated. In those days, it was
used as a rest-over site for extra pack strings.

Parcher’s Rainbow Camp was built in the early 1920s by
William Chandler Parcher and his wife Marie Louise. His
intention was to build a resort in a wholesome environment
where people could bring their families, and get away from
the city.

W.C. Parcher, as he was known, had been in the
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The old roadinto Sout Lke.
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
